DELF (Diplôme d'etudes en langue française) Update
Attention parents of Grade 12 students of Core, Extended French, and French Immersion! Your student has been invited to participate and challenge the DELF this school year. The DELF exam is an assessment of proficiency from an external lens and is taken outside the required component of the regular French as a Second Language program. Upon successful completion of the exam, students will receive a DELF certificate awarded by the French Ministry of National Education (France). The DELF exam is taken in two steps:
Step One: According to the exam schedule, students across Canada, within the same DELF levels, complete the oral comprehension, written comprehension, and written production components (April 15-17th, 2024).
Step Two: Students individually complete the oral production and interaction exams as scheduled (between April 22nd and April 25th). All participating students will be notified and provided with details, including the exact date, time, and location of their written and oral exams.
Students will be assessed on Oral comprehension, written comprehension, and written production, and will run over April 15th-17th. The oral exams (interviews) will take place between April 22nd and April 25th. These will occur during the regular school day, students are responsible for their own transportation to the board office (220 Portsmouth Avenue, Kingston, Ontario). Please discuss this opportunity with your student.  All forms will be shared via School Day with all FSS students who are registered in a Grade 12 French class this school year. 
To apply to participate in the DELF Examination:
1. Complete the on-line registration no later than Thursday, March 7th, 2024 → Limestone District School Board DELF Grade 12 Student Application Form 2024 (Please let your student’s teacher know if you need a paper copy of this form).
2. Once the online registration is complete, please have your student let Mme McDonald or Mme Miles know.
3. The last step is for parents/guardians to fill out and sign a consent form and submit a payment of $50.00 through School Day Payments online. Consent forms and payments must be received no later than Thursday, March 7th, 2024.
